Class 30 BSPS Open Lead Rein Pony of Hunter Type not exc. 122cms (This class is not 

qualifier) 

Class 31 BSPS First pony of Show Hunter Type not exc. 122cms riders not to have attained 

their 10
th

 birthday before January of the current year. Snaffle bridles only. No 

cantering is allowed except for individual performances, ponies must leave the ring 

at walk or trot.

Class 38 The CHAPS (UK) Winter Restricted Non Native horse/Pony 

Native/Trad/Cob/Show Cob Type Horse/Pony mixed height ridden coloured horse 

or pony class riders any age. Exhibits not to have qualified for HOYS in the current 

and previous year in which the finals will be held. Lead reins are not permitted in 

this class. 

 

 

CHAPS Classes: 

From each class 4 animals may qualify, 1 from each category: 

 Non-Native type horses exc. 15.0hh 

 Non-Native type 15hh and under 

 Native/Traditional/ Cob/ Show Cob Type Horse exc. 14.2hh 

 Native/Traditional/ Cob/ Show Cob Type pony not exc. 14.2hh 

It is not compulsory for owners/riders to be members of CHAPS (UK), or for animals to be 

registered at the time of the competition. To validify the qualification however membership and

B.S.P.S Qualification 

 

The 1
st
, 2

nd
 & 3

rd
 prize winners will qualify in the Novice Classes and the Open First Pony of 

Show Hunter Type class in the mixed height novice classes the 1
st
, 2

nd
, 3

rd
 & 4

th
 prize winners will 

qualify. In the Open classes the the three highest placed restricted animals in each class will 

qualify, and in the MIXED HEIGHT OPEN CLASSES the four highest placed Restricted animals 

will qualify, (riders on restricted animals MUST wear an armband). Animals must be registered 

before the date of the show at which they qualify for the winter championships and must be ridden 

by B.S.P.S members, except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members before who 

are allowed 7days in which to become a members and register their ponies, providing they have a 

valid J.M.B. Certificate before the date of the Championship they qualified for.  

Heritage Qualification  

The three highest placed restricted ponies in Open Lead Rein, Open First Ridden, Open WHP and 

Open Ridden classes will qualify. Eligible Restricted Riders MUST wear an Armbands. In the 

mixed height Open / Rest. The 4 highest placed Rest. ponies will qualify . Riders on Restricted 

animals MUST WEAR AN ARMBAND. The animal must be registered before the date of the 

qualifying show and must be ridden by a BSPS member. If exhibitors have never been members 

before, they are allowed 7 days in which to join and register their ponies, providing that they have 

a valid JMB height certificate before the date of the championship qualified for. 

Any animal that has qualified for the RIHS, HOYS or Olympia in the previous or the current year 

in the appropriate class is not eligible for Restricted Heritage classes, except that any qualification 

held for the 2012 BSPS Winter Championships remains valid. 

Restricted Open Classes 

Riders eligible for the Restricted Qualifications Must wear an armband. 

Any animal that has qualified for the SHP classes at the RIHS or the HOYS in 2010 or the current 

year is not eligible for the Restricted SHP qualification. 

Any animal that has qualified for the WHP classes at the RIHS or the HOYS in 2010 or the current 

year is not eligible for the Restricted WHP qualification. 

Any animal that has qualified for the Nursery Stakes at the RIHS in 2010 or the current year is not 

eligible for the Restricted Nursery Stakes qualification. 

Any animal that has qualified for the Open Intermediate SH class at the RIHS or the HOYS in 

2010 or the current year is not eligible for the Restricted SH class qualification. 

Any animal that has qualified for the Open Intermediate WH class at the RIHS or the HOYS in 

2010 or the current year is not eligible for the Restricted WH class qualification.

All ponies must be 4 years old or over.
