9am Start SHOW HUNTER CLASSES JUDGE: MRS P POTTER

Class 1. Lead Rein Pony of Hunter Type. Mare or geld 4 years old or over not exceeding
122cms. Riders  not to have attained their 9" birthday before 1° Jan in the current year. THIS
CLASS IS NOT A QUALIFYING CLASS.

Class 2. BSPS Open First Pony of Show Hunter Type. Mare or geld 4 years old or over not
exceeding 122cms. Riders not to have attained their 10" birthday before 1° Jan in the current
year. Snaffle bridles only. No cantering is allowed except for individual performances. Ponies
must leave the ring at walk or trot.

MINI CHAMPIONSHIP for 1% & 2" Prize winners from classes 1 & 2

Class 3. BSPS Novice Pony of Show Hunter Type. Mare or geld 4 years old or over not
exceeding 122cms. Riders not to have attained their 12% birthday before 1° Jan in the current
year.

Class 4. BSPS Novice Pony of Show Hunter Type. Mare or geld 4 years old or over exceeding
122cms and not exceeding 133cms. Riders not to have attained their 14 birthday before 1%
Jan in the current year.

Class 5. BSPS Novice Pony of Show Hunter Type. Mare or geld 4 years old or over exceeding
133cms and not exceeding 143cms. Riders not to have attained their 17" birthday before 1
Jan in the current year.

Class 6. BSPS Novice Pony of Show Hunter Type. Mare or geld 4 years old or over exceeding
143cms and not exceeding 153cms. Riders not to have attained their 20" birthday before 1%

Jan in the current year.

NOVICE SHP CHAMPIONSHIP for 1°* & 2" prize winners from classes 3 - 6



Class 7. BSPS Novice Intermediate SRT/SH Class. Open to horses and ponies, 4 years old or
over exceeding 146cms, but not exceeding 158cms. Riders not to have attained their 25t
birthday before 1% Jan in the current year. This class to incorporate INTERMEDIATE SRT and
INTERMEDIATE SH.

Class 8. BSPS Open (restricted) Mixed Height Show Hunter Pony. Mare or geld 4 years or over
not exceeding 153cms. Riders must be the correct age for the height of the animal they ride.

TO FOLLOW ON SHOW PONY CLASSES JUDGE: MRS P POTTER
Class 9. Leading Rein Pony, mare or gelding 4yrs old and over not exceeding 122cms. Riders
not to have attained their 8" birthday before 1% Jan. in the current year. THIS CLASS IS NOT A
QUALIFIER

Class 10. First Ridden Pony, mare or gelding 4yrs old and over not exceeding 122cms. Riders
not to have attained their 10" birthday before 1% Jan. in the current year. THIS CLASS IS NOT A
QUALIFIER.

Mini Championship: 1 and 2" prize winners from classes 9 and 10.

Class 11. BSPS Mixed height novice show ponies not exceeding 148cms. Competitors must be
the correct age for the height of pony they ride. This class will be split if entries warrant.

Class 12. BSPS Mixed height class for Open Restricted Show Ponies not exceeding 148cmes.
Competitors must be the correct age for the height of pony they ride.

HERITAGE CLASSES JUDGE : Mrs R Haddow

Class 13. BSPS Heritage Novice Lead Rein. Registered pure bred mare or geld 4 years or over
not exceeding 122cms. Riders not to have attained their gth birthday before 1% Jan in the
current year.

Class 14. BSPS Heritage Novice First Ridden. Registered pure bred mare or geld 4 years old or
over not exceeding 128cms. Riders not to have attained their 12t birthday before 1% Jan in the

current year.

HERITAGE MINI CHAMPIONSHIP for 1°* & 2™ prize winners from classes 13 & 14.



Class 15. BSPS Heritage Mountain and Moorland Novice Ridden Mixed Breeds, ponies 4yrs old
and over riders any age.

Class 16. BSPS Heritage Open (restricted) Lead Rein. Registered pure bred mare or geld 4
years old or over not exceeding 122cms. Riders not to have attained their gt birthday before 1
Jan in the current year.

Class 17. BSPS Heritage Open (restricted ) First Ridden. Registered pure bred mare or geld 4
years old or over not exceeding 128cms. Riders not to have attained their 12" birthday before
1% Jan in the current year.

HERITAGE OPEN (RESTRICTED) MINI CHAMPIONSHIP for 1% & 2" prize winners from classes
17 & 18.

Class 18. BSPS Open (restricted) Heritage M&M Mixed Breeds registered in the breed society
stud books of Dartmoor, Exmoor, Shetland, Welsh A, B, C & D, Fells Highland, Dales, New Forest
and Connemara ponies 4 years old or over. Riders any age.

CHAPS Classes JUDGE: Mrs R Haddow

Class 19. CHAPS Mixed height Non — Native horse or pony any height. To be shown plaited and
trimmed and to perform an individual show at the final. (Over 153cm to be ridden by the judge
at the final).

Class 20. CHAPS Mixed height Native/Traditional/Cob/Show Cob Type horse or pony any
height to be shown either with full mane, tail and feather or hogged and trimmed as
appropriate, to perform an individual show at the final (Over 153cm to be ridden by the judge
at the final).

Classes 19 & 20 will be amalgamated if there are insufficient entries.



Heritage Qualification
Any animal that has qualified for the M & M WHP or M & M ridden classes at Olympia, HOYS or

RIHS in the previous or the current year are not eligible for restricted

qualification. The 3 highest placed restricted and 3 highest places overall in the
Open Lead rein, First ridden, WHP and ridden classes will qualify. Eligible
restricted riders must wear an armband. In the mixed height novice classes 1°*
2" 3™ and 4" placed ponies will qualify. In mixed height open (restricted) classes
the 4 highest placed restricted animals will qualify for the restricted section.
Exhibitors in qualifying positions who have never been members before are
allowed 7 days to register.

BSPS Qualification
The 3 highest placed ponies will qualify in all Novice classes. In mixed height novice classes the

4 highest placed ponies will qualify. In the Open 3 highest placed ponies overall
will qualify and the 3 highest placed restricted animals will qualify. Eligible
restricted riders must wear an armband. Exhibitors in qualifying positions are
allowed 7 days to register. In mixed height open (restricted) classes the 4 highest
placed restricted animals will qualify for the restricted section. Exhibitors in
qualifying positions who have never been members before are allowed 7 days to
register.

RESTRICTED OPEN CLASSES
Riders eligible for the Restricted Qualification must wear an armband. Any animal that has

qualified for the SP, ISRT, SHP, ISH, IWH, or WHP classes at the RIHS or HOYS in
the previous or current year is not eligible for the restricted SHP, ISH, IWH or

WHP qualification. Any animal that has qualified for nursery stakes at the RIHS in
the previous or current year is not eligible for the Restricted Open Nursery
stakes qualification. ALL RULES AS PER 2012 RULE AND SHOW HANDBOOK,
except for any new or amended rules as included in this schedule.

CHAPS (UK) WINTER RESTRICTED QUALIFIERS AND CHAMPIONSHIPS

Both the owner nor the rider of any exhibit need not be fully paid-up members of CHAPS (UK)
at the time of competition, nor must the animal be registered: but to validate
the qualification, both membership and registration must be applied for within
14 days of the qualification. Send to CHAPS (UK) admin, 1 McLaren Close,
Abertysswg, Rhymney, Tredegar. NP22 5BH. All Stallions MUST be graded with
CHAPS(UK) in order to compete in these classes.

-Any objection must be made to the secretary within fifteen minutes of the completion of the
competition concerned, with a deposit of £20 which will be returned if the objection is upheld.
-In all jumping competitions if either the horse or riders falls competitors will be automatically
eliminated and will leave the ring before re-mounting

-Correctly fitting hats of the correct standard will be worn at all times

-First aid cover will be on the field, a £2:00 charge towards the cost of first aid cover will be
made on each competitor

-All dogs must be kept on leads and please clean up after your dog

-The main yard is out of bounds to anyone other than KRC liveries
